Mis on koreograafiat luues sinu péhieesmark?
Koreograafiat luues meeldib mulle méelda sel-
lele, mida ma ise publikuna laval ndha tahaksin
ja mida mu meelest oleks pdnev ja meele-
lahutuslik vaadata. Miks oodata, et keegi teine
selle looks, kui vdin seda hoopis ise teha?

Kuidas mojutab tantsijakogemus su ldhene-
mist koreograafit66le?

Tantsimine on minu jaoks nii nauditav! Tunnen
muusika jargi tantsides justkui muutuksin ise
muusikaks. Tahan, et tantsijad naudiksid muu-
sikaga stinkroonis lilkkumist ning selle télgenda-
mist l&bi tantsu.

Me kéik oleme klassikalise véljadppega tantsijad,
kuid neoklassikalise repertuaariga Vanemuises
ei ole meil nii tihti v8imalust klassikalist balletti
tantsida. Tahtsin selle lavastuse abil pakkuda
tantsijatele vGimalust naasta oma klassikaliste
juurte juurde. Puldsin neile valjakutset pakkuda,
kuid samas ka nende tugevustele tdhelepanu
juhtida. Loodetavasti dnnestus mul luua teos,
mille tantsimist nad naudivad. Kui tantsijad nau-
divad etendust, markab seda ka publik.

,wViiulikontsert“ ei ole {ihe labiva narratiiviga.
On lavastuse loomeprotsess sellevorra lihtsam?
Loo jutustamine on keeruline. Minu eelmisel
koreograafitdol pealkirjaga ,Ellington Suite” ei
olnud kull taisnarratiivi, aga seal olid tegelased
ja erinevad pisikesed slizeeliinid. Mu praegune
t66 on kontsert - siin saavad kokku muusika
ja tants ning téiendavad teineteist. Kindlasti

on lihtsam, kui ei pea métlema sizeeliinide ja

naitlemise peale. Samas pakub ,Viiulikontsert*
mulle teisi véljakutseid. Olen koreograafiat luues
pidanud métlema, kuidas 40 minutit jarjest publi-
ku tahelepanu hoida, kasutades meediumina vaid
tantsu. Kuidas luua visuaalselt haarav lavastus
ilma narratiivi, dekoratsioonide voi rekvisiitide
abita — puhtalt tantsuga.

TSaikovski Viiulikontsert on kolmeosaline.
Algselt 16in sellele koreograafia Vanemuise
aastaldpuballi jaoks, kuid ainult esimesele osale,
mis on 20 minuti pikkune. Seekord kasutan
taispikka muusikat ehk teose koiki kolme osa.
Olen Viiulikontserdi esimest osa armastanud
juba noorusest saati. Kuulasin seda vaga palju
ja tundsin end niivérd elusa ja kirglikuna. Ma ei
teadnud esialgu, et sel on rohkem kui Uks osa,
aga nlud on mulle kogu kontsert toeliselt meel-
dima hakanud. See on véga kaunis muusika, mis
inspireerib looma midagi vérdvaarselt kaunist.
Kohati on Viiulikontserdile paris keeruline koreo-
graafiat luua. Osa muusikast on vaga kiire ning
moelda valja sammud, mille tempoga tantsijad
suudaksid sammu pidada, on paras valjakutse.
See teos on pidevas voolamises — ks teema
jouab vaevalt [0ppeda, kui juba algab teine.
Tantsijatele on see tempo péris vésitav, samas
on muusikas ka rahulikumaid hetki, mil publik ja
tantsijad saavad hinge témmata.



What is your main goal when creating
choreography?

When | choreograph, | like to think about what
I would like to see on stage as an audience
member and what would be exciting and
entertaining to watch. My next thought is, why
wait for someone else to create it, when | could
do it myself?

How does your experience as a dancer influ-
ence your approach to choreography?
Dancing brings me so much joy. When | dance
to music, | feel as if | become the music. | want
dancers to enjoy moving in sync with the music
and interpreting it through dance.

We are all classically trained ballet dancers,
but at Vanemuine, where we mostly perform a
neoclassical repertoire, we don’t often get the
chance to dance pure classical ballet. With this
production, | wanted to offer the dancers the
chance to return to their classical roots. | tried
to challenge them and highlight their strengths
and, hopefully, create a work that they enjoy
dancing. When the dancers enjoy the show, the
audience can see it, making for a more en-
joyable experience.

“Violin Concerto” does not have a continu-
ous narrative. Does that make the creative
process easier?

Telling a story is challenging. My previous cho-
reographic work, “Ellington Suite”, didn't have a
full narrative either, but it did have characters
and small storylines. My current

work is a concerto—where music and dance
come together, complementing each other. It is
definitely easier when | don’t have to focus on
plotlines and acting. However, “Violin Concerto”
presents different challenges. | have to think
about how to keep the audience engaged for
40 minutes straight, with only dance as my
medium, and how to create a visually stimula-
ting production, without the help of narrative,
set, props- just pure dance.

Tchaikovsky’s Violin Concerto has three move-
ments. | initially created this choreography for
the Vanemuine New Year’s Ball, but only using
the first movement, which lasts around 20
minutes. This time, | am using the whole score,
so all three movements of music. I've loved the
first movement since | was young. | have liste-
ned to it so many times and always felt so alive
and passionate for Tchaikovsky’s composition.
| initially did not know there was more than one
movement, but | have come to truly appreciate
the concerto in its entirety. Its beautiful music
inspires me to create something equally as
beautiful. Choreographing to the concerto can
be quite tricky; some parts are very fast and
creating steps the dancers can match can be

a challenge. The piece is designed to flow. One
theme ends and another begins, creating a
pace for the dancers that can be very tiring,
but there are calmer moments, allowing the
audience, and dancers, to catch their breath.

Mis on koreograafiat luues sinu péhieesmark?
Minu pd&hiline eesmaérk koreograafina on meelt
lahutada. Mulle on suureks eeskujuks Michael
Pink, dppisin temalt kahe Milwaukee Balleti-
teatri treeningprogrammis veedetud aasta
jooksul vaga palju. Ta vaatas alati Gile oma
t6o6de videosalvestused ja isegi kui talle koreo-
graafia meeldis, kiisis endalt: ,,Kas see lahutab
mu meelt?“ Ta kUsis seda endalt pidevalt kogu
loomeprotsessi véltel, mulle see vdga meeldis.

Ma tahan inimeste meelt lahutada, sest publik
maksab raha ja tuleb teatrisse selleks, et iga-
paevaelust vélja astuda ja ndha oma reaalsust
teistsugusel kujul tagasi peegeldatuna. Nad
tahavad igasugu pisimurede eest korraks
pdgeneda.

Arvan, et paljud, kes meie lavastusi vaatamas
kdivad, on kunstile vastuvotlikud voi vahemalt
tunnevad kunsti vastu huvi. Osa neist on ise
kunstnikud voi artistid, kellele kindlasti meeldib
oma emotsioonidega kontaktis olla. Nad on
rahul, kui koreograaf suudab pakkuda midagi,
mis neis tundeid tekitab.

Tantsijana olen putelnud selle poole, et anda
esinedes edasi siiraid emotsioone, mitte
midagi pinnapealset. Pitan anda endast
koik, et publikule sel viisil méjuda. Tahaksin
koreograafina sama saavutada.

Kuidas sa ,,Incipience’i“ loomisele oled lahenenud?
Leian, et kui liigendan suure projekti vaikse-
mateks tdhenduslikeks juppideks, saan igasse
osasse rohkem panustada. Pildsin nii ka sellele
lihilavastusele Idheneda. Tegu ei ole narratiiv-
balletiga, kuid lavastust luues tuginesin ise
siiski mingile narratiivile, ehkki ,Incipience’is“ on
esiplaanil pigem atmosfaar.

Ma tahan, et publik oleks etendusel midagi mdel-
nud voéi tundnud. Nad ei pea tingimata motlema
ja tundma sedasama, mida mina - nad véivad
lagedale tulla taiesti teistsuguse siizeega, mida
nad etendust vaadates kujutlevad - kuid ma
olen onnelik, kui nad seda teevad. Tahan inimesi
midagi tundma panna. Loodan, et nad saavad
lavastusest positiivse kogemuse.

»Iincipience® ei ole lihe ldbiva narratiiviga. Ehk
avad siiski ldhemalt oma lavastuse tuuma?

Ma ei taha ,Incipience’i” vdga selgelt defineerida,
kuna tahan, et inimestel oleksid isiklikud koge-
mused. V6in aga 6elda, et kogu tegevus toimub
kellegi, Gikskoik kelle teadvuses ning koik laval
olijad on selle teadvuse viljad. Laval on viis konk-
reetsemat tegelast, kes omavahel suhtlevad ning
kordamodda teadvuse ile kontrolli haarates ka
Ulejaadnud tantsijaid mdojutavad.

Uks neist on Teovabadus - see on inimese
sisemine kasukeskus, otsuseid langetav, vaba
tahtega osa mdistusest. Loomulikult teame
koik, et vaba tahe on konstrukt, mida méjutavad
meie emotsioonid. Teovabadus on ainult ks
osa inimese teadvusest. Teine tegelane on Hirm,



kes kontrollib end vaga hasti ja muutub laval
nahtavaks just teiste inimeste kditumise kaudu.
Uhtlasi on Hirmu tegelaskuju ldhedases seoses
Ohvri tegelaskujuga. See on aju osa, mis kusib
pidevalt ,Miks alati mina?“ ning on negatiivsu-
sest kergelt séltuvuses, kuna see toidab teatud
osa inimese minapildist. Esialgu Ohver kardab
Hirmu, kuid ometi miski Hirmu juures kiitkestab
teda. Ka iha on asjasse segatud.

Samuti on tegelasena laval Tirann, ta on teis-
test vaga eriney, nii et ma ei tahaks teda selgelt
defineerida. Tegemist on kdikehdlmava jéuga,
millel on mdistuse Ule suur véim. Just sel p&h-
jusel olen antud tegelase Tiranniks nimetanud,
kuid see nadhtus voib erinevate inimeste jaoks
olla mistahes — depressioon, trauma voi liks-
koik milline muu inimtunne. See on kdigi puhul
erinev. Tegu on suure negatiivse jouga, mis
sunnib jatkuvalt ajule peale oma véimu, tahet ja
emotsionaalset kontrolli.

Viimane tegelaskuju on Armastus, kuid ta ei

ole tingimata ise armastuse objekt. See on
armastus mistahes vormis. Headus ja lahkus,
mida inimene iseenda suhtes vélja naitab voi
mida teised inimesed talle osutavad. Armastus
sekkub tegevustikku teatud ajavahemike tagant,
kui inimesed on madalseisus. Oma lahkuse ja
empaatiatundega 6petab armastus, kuidas edasi
likuda ja negatiivsetest tundmustest lahti lasta.

»Incipience” kasitleb ajus autonoomia pérast
toimuvat voitlust, vabadust moelda ja tunda
rohkem nii, nagu ise tahad, suhtudes oma
tunnetesse empaatiliselt.

What is your main goal when creating
choreography?

My primary goal as a choreographer is to en-
tertain. | want to entertain people because the
audience pays for their tickets and comes to the
theatre to step away from everyday life and see
their reality reflected back in a different way.
They want a temporary escape from their worries.

| believe that many of those who come to

see our performances have a certain artistic
mindset or at least an interest in art. Some of
them are artists or performers themselves who
enjoy being in touch with their emotions. They
are satisfied when a choreographer can offer
something that evokes feelings in them.

As a dancer, | have always strived to convey
genuine emotions rather than something su-
perficial. | give my all to affect the audience in
this way. As a choreographer, | want to achieve
the same thing.

How did you approach creating “Incipience”?
It is not a narrative ballet, but while creating it,
I still relied on a kind of narrative, even though
“Incipience” is more atmospheric.

| want the audience to think or feel something
during the performance. They don’t have to
think or feel exactly what | intended—they
might come up with a completely different
storyline in their minds—but | will be happy if they
do. My goal is to make people feel something. |
hope they walk away with a positive experience.



Since “Incipience” does not follow a specific
narrative, could you still elaborate on its main
themes?

I don’t want to define “Incipience” too clearly
because | want people to have their own perso-
nal experiences with it. However, | can say that
the entire piece takes place within someone’s—
anyone’s—consciousness, and all the figures on
stage are products of that mind. There are five
distinct characters who interact with each other,
taking turns seizing control of the conscious-
ness and influencing the other dancers.

One of these characters is Agency, the inner
command centre of the mind, responsible for
decision-making and possessing a sense of
agency. Of course, we all know that free will is
a construct shaped by our emotions. It is just
one part of human consciousness. Another
character in “Incipience” is Fear, she is quite
dominating and her effects are more visible
visible through the actions of others. Fear is
closely linked to another character, The Victim
—the part of the brain that constantly asks,
“Why always me?” and has a slight addiction
to negativity, as it feeds a certain aspect of
self-perception. At first, The Victim fears Fear,
yet something about Fear is also captivating to
them. Desire also plays a role in this dynamic.

Another figure on stage is The Tyrant, who
stands apart from the others, which is why |
prefer not to define them too clearly. This cha-
racter represents an all-encompassing force

that holds great power over the mind. That’s
why | named this entity The Tyrant, though

it can symbolize different things for different
people—depression, trauma, or any overwhel-
ming human emotion. It manifests uniquely

in each individual. This is a massive, negative
force that continuously imposes its will, power,
and emotional control over the brain.

The final character is Love, though not neces-
sarily in the sense of being the object of love. It
is love in any form—kindness and compassion,
whether directed toward oneself or received
from others. Love intervenes at moments

of emotional low points, helping guide the
characters forward with warmth and empathy,
teaching them how to let go of negativity.

Ultimately, “Incipience” explores the battle for
autonomy within the mind—the struggle for
the freedom to think and feel in a way that aligns
with one’s true self while having compassion
for one’s emotions.
