.Hiljatud” on lugu inimlikkusest

Lugesin just hiljuti artiklit empaatiast ja selles viidatud uuringu tulemuste koha-
selt kuuluvad nii Soome kui ka Eesti esimese kuue hulka riikide seas, kus empaa-
tiast jidb vajaka. Soomlasena oli mul kurb seda lugeda. Mis muudab meid vihem
empaatiliseks? Kas meie inimlikkusega on midagi juhtunud?

Oxfordi veebisdonastikus miaratletakse empaatiat kui ,,voimet madista ja osa
saada teise inimese tunnetest®.

Victor Hugo kirjutas romaani ,,Hiiljatud“ 1860. aastate Prantsusmaal. Empaa-
tia méngib romaanis viga olulist rolli ja just seda iseloomuomadust on praegu
Euroopas vaja rohkem kui kunagi varem. Pdgenikekriis on viimase paari aasta
véltel raputanud Euroopa Liitu ning néib, et paljud eurooplased on pettunud ja
muutuse ootel. Vdga lihtne on sellises olukorras end ohustatuna tunda - olgu oht
siis finantsilist laadi voi turvalisusega seotud. Samas tunnen, et oleme kaotamas
vOoimet moista sellist traagilist olukorda teisest, praegusel juhul pagulaste vaate-
nurgast. Nende vaatenurgast, kes on jitnud maha oma kodu, elu, perekonna ja
sobrad ... Umbes seda kodike koges ka Jean Valjean vangis olles. Ta kaotas koik.

»~Hiiljatutes“ asuvad noored inimesed barrikaadidele vditlema. Nad ohverda-
vad oma elud lootuses, et vaeseid ja unustatuid ootab ees parem tulevik. Tina-
pieval asuvad barrikaadidele organisatsioonid, kes votavad seisukoha ja vditlevad
nende eest, kelle hdil jadks muidu kuuldamatuks. Nii nagu ikka, saame vaadata
asju eri vaatenurgast ning vorrelda ,,Hiiljatute vigivaldset revolutsiooni nditeks
hiljutiste konfliktidega Hispaanias ja Ukrainas. Olles patsifist, ei aktsepteeri ma
iial mitte mingisugust vigivalda. Sellegipoolest tean, et kdik need vabadusvoit-
lejad voitlevad parema tuleviku nimel - tuleviku nimel, mis on helgem, justnagu
arvasid inimesed barrikaadidel.

Selleks et olla valmis parema tuleviku nimel riskima enda eluga, pead asjasse
suhtuma suure Kirega.

Ja see tdstatab igasuguseid kiisimusi. Mis on hea? Mis on halb? Mis on dige?
Mis on vale? Kas nende vahel on tdesti nii suur vahe? Piir hea ja halva vahel on
O0hkorn. Kui vaatame néiteks mdningaid Disney-lugude pahalasi, siis nemad
nditeks ei arva kunagi, et nad on halvad. Nad usuvad, et kiituvad digesti ja et see
on ainus viis, kuidas edasi minna. Paljud ,Hiiljatute” tegelasedki motlevad nii,
eeskitt Jean Valjean ja Javert, kes mOlemad piitiavad leida valikutes tasakaalu.
Molemad piitiavad kéituda digesti, ilma et suudaksid 16puni mdista teise inimese
valikute tagamaid.

Empaatia on see, mida vajame. Me ei pea ndustuma sellega, mida teised arva-
vad vbi motlevad, aga peaksime pililidma neid mdista. See teebki meist inimesed.
Just nii oleme inimlikud.

1815. aasta Euroopa on viga erinev 2017. aasta omast, aga , Hiiljatute” lugu on
praegu samavord aktuaalne kui toona — kui mitte veelgi aktuaalsem.

“Les Misérables” 1s a story
about humanity

Just recently I read an article about empathy, and according to the results of a sur-
vey it referred to, both Finland and Estonia rank in the top six countries that lack
a sense of empathy. As a Finnish man, it made me so sad to read this. What makes
us less empathetic? Has something happened to our humanity?

Empathy is defined as “the ability to understand and share the feelings of
another” by the Oxford Dictionary.

Victor Hugo wrote Les Misérables in 1860s France. Empathy plays a major
part in his novel, and this human quality is needed more than ever in Europe to-
day. The refugee crisis has been shaking up the European Union for the past few
years, and it seems many Europeans are frustrated and looking for change. It is
quite easy for people to feel threatened by the situation, whether it’s a financial
threat or related to safety. At the same time, I feel we are losing our ability to un-
derstand this tragic situation from the other point of view — in this case, that of
the refugees. Abandoning their homes, lives, families, friends... Pretty much all of
that happened to Jean Valjean when he was imprisoned. He lost everything.

In Les Misérables, young people take to the barricades, sacrificing their own
lives in the hope of a better future for the poor and forgotten. Today those who
take to the barricades are organisations who make a stand and fight for those
whose voices won’t otherwise be heard. As always, we can look at things from
different viewpoints and compare the violent revolution of Les Misérables to the
recent conflicts in Spain or Ukraine, for example. As a pacifist, I never accept
violence of any kind. Nevertheless, all of these freedom fighters are fighting for a
better future: a future they think will be brighter, just like those on the barricades.
It takes strong feelings to be willing to risk your own life for the greater good.

This raises all manner of questions. What is good? What is bad? What is right?
What is wrong? Is there really such a big difference between them? There is a fine
line between good and bad. If we look at certain Disney villains, for example,
these characters never think they are bad. They believe they are doing the right
thing, and that it is the only way to go on. Many characters in Les Misérables feel
like this, especially Jean Valjean and Javert, who are striking a balance between
these questions. Both are trying to do the right thing, without being fully capable
of understanding the choices of the other.

What we need is empathy. Although we do not have to agree with what others
think or feel, we should try to understand them. That is what makes us human
beings. That is what it is to be humane.

The differences in Europe between 1815 and 2017 are enormous, but this story
is as current today as it was then - if not more so.

ESIMENE VAATUS

PROLOOG: 1815, DIGNE

Pirast 20-aastast sunnitood avastab Jean Valjean, et talle vabaduse andnud leheke teeb temast ithiskonna heidiku.
Teda kohtleb lahkelt ainult Digne piiskop, kuid karmide vangistusaastate jooksul kibestunud ja kalgistunud Valjean
vastab tema lahkusele lauahdbeda varastamisega. Politsei saab Valjeani Kitte ning viib ta vaimuliku juurde tagasi.
Seal valetab piiskop aga Valjeani jahmatuseks politseinikele, et meest pédista. Sellest hetkest alates otsustab Valjean
oma elu puhtalt lehelt alustada.

1823, MONTREUIL-SUR-MER

Mo6dunud on kaheksa aastat. Oma tingimisi karistust rikkunud Valjean on vdtnud endale valenime Monsieur Made-
leine ning temast on saanud tehaseomanik ja linnapea. Uhel tema té&tajal, Fantine’il, on salajane abieluviline laps.
Teised naised saavad sellest teada ja nduavad tema vallandamist.

Fantine, kes vajab raha, et oma tiitrele ravimeid osta, miiiib enda taskukella ja juuksed ning hakkab prostituudiks.
Téielikku alandusse vajunud naisel tekib tiili voimaliku kliendiga. Politseinik Javert on teda juba vangimajja viimas,
kui saabub linnapea Madeleine ja nduab, et Fantine viidaks hoopis haiglasse.

Seejdrel padstab linnapea vankri alla jAdnud mehe. Javert’ile meenub Jean Valjeani, vangi 20605 iileinimlik joud.
Pdgenik on tema sénul on taas kinni piititud. Valjean ei suuda seepeale taluda teadmist, et vanglasse on sattunud
siilitu inimene, ning avaldab Javert’ile oma tegeliku isiku.

Haiglas lubab Valjean surevale Fantine€’ile, et leiab tolle tiitre Cosette’i ja hoolitseb tema eest. Javert saabub meest
arreteerima, kuid Valjean pdgeneb.

1823, MONTFERMEIL

Cosette elab Thénardieride juures, kes kohtlevad teda halvasti ja samal ajal poputavad enda tiitart Eponine’i. Valjean
maksab Thénardieridele, et nad lubaksid tal viia Cosette’i nende juurest dra Pariisi.

1832, PARIIS

Uheksa aastat hiljem on linnas tekkinud rahutused, sest vdimult on langemas populaarne kindral Lamarque -
viimane mees valitsuses, kes vaestest vihegi hoolib. Jean Valjean ja Cosette satuvad Thénardieri ja tema naise juhitud
tédnavajougu teele. Neid satub pédstma Javert, kes ei tunne Valjeani kuni tolle lahkumiseni ara.

Thénardieride tiitar Eponine ndustub vastumeelselt aitama tudeng Mariusel Cosette’i leida, kuigi on noormehesse
salamisi ise armunud.

Uudis kindral Lamarque’i surmast levib kdikjal linnas ja rithm poliitiliselt meelestatud iilidpilasi saabub tédnavate-
le, et inimesi revolutsioonile drgitada.

Cosette’i motteid loeb tema armastatu Marius. Eponine toob Mariuse Cosette’i juurde ega lase oma isa jougul
Valjeani maja tiihjaks ré6vida. Valjean on veendunud, et Javert on maja juures, ning teatab Cosette’ile, et nad peavad
riigist pdgenema.

TEINE VAATUS

Tudengid valmistuvad barrikaadi rajama. Marius mérkab, et {ilestdusuga on liitunud ka Eponine ja sunnib teda lahku-
ma, andes talle kaasa Cosette’ile moeldud Kirja. Kiri jouab Valjeani kétte. Eponine otsustab ithineda oma armastatuga
barrikaadil.

Barrikaad valmib ja revolutsionédirid keelduvad sdjavide dhvardusele allumast. Politsei spioon Javert paljastatakse.
Eponine piiliab barrikaadile naasta, kuid ta tapetakse.

Valjean saabub Mariust otsides barrikaadi juurde. Talle antakse voimalus Javert tappa, aga Valjean otsustab ta
vabaks lasta. Ulidpilased jadvad 66seks barrikaadile ja 66 vaikuses palub Valjean Jumalat, et too Mariuse paistaks.
Maissulised tapetakse jargmisel paeval.

Valjean pdgeneb teadvusetu Mariusega Pariisi kloaaki. Parast kohtumist méssuliste laipade kallal maroddoritseva
Thénardieriga ristuvad ta teed taas kord ka Javertiga. Valjean palub politseinikult rohkem aega, et ta saaks nooruki
haiglasse toimetada. Javert laseb Valjeanil minna ning tapab end, sest Valjeani halastus on purustanud tema paindu-
matu diglustunde.

Marius paraneb Cosette’i hoole all, teadmata, kes ta paastis. Valjean ragib talle oma minevikust ja teatab, et peab lahkuma.

Mariuse ja Cosette’i pulmas iiritavad Thénardierid Mariust santaZeerida. Harra Thénardier {itleb, et Cosette’i ,,isa“
on morvar ning niitab selle tdestuseks sdormust, mille ta varastas laibalt pérast barrikaadi langemist. S6rmus kuulub
aga Mariusele, kes moistab, et Valjean oligi tema paéstja tol 661. Marius ja Cosette 1dhevad Valjeani juurde, kus naine
kuuleb esimest korda oma lapsepdlve lugu. Seejarel vana mees sureb.



Synopsis

ACT ONE

PROLOGUE: 1815, DIGNE

After 20 years on the chain gang, Jean Valjean finds that the ticket-of-leave he must display condemns him to be
an outcast. Only the Bishop of Digne treats him kindly and Valjean, embittered by years of hardship, repays him by
stealing some silver. Valjean is caught and brought back by the police and is astonished when the Bishop lies to the
police to save him. Valjean decides to start his life anew.

1823, MONTREUIL-SUR-MER

Eight years have passed and Valjean, having broken his parole and changed his name to Monsieur Madeleine, has
become a factory owner and Mayor. One of his workers, Fantine, has a secret illegitimate child. When the other
women discover this, they demand her dismissal.

Desperate for money to pay for medicines for her daughter, Fantine sells her locket, her hair, and then joins the
whores in selling herself. Utterly degraded, she gets into a fight with a prospective customer and is about to be taken
to prison by Javert when “The Mayor’ arrives and demands she be taken to hospital instead.

The Mayor then rescues a man pinned beneath a cart. Javert is reminded of the abnormal strength of convict
20605 Jean Valjean, who, he says, has just been recaptured. Valjean, unable to see an innocent man go to prison,
confesses that he is prisoner 20605.

At the hospital, Valjean promises the dying Fantine to find and look after her daughter Cosette. Javert arrives to
arrest him, but Valjean escapes.

1823, MONTFERMEIL

Cosette has been lodged with the Thénardiers, who horribly abuse her while indulging their own daughter, Eponine.
Valjean pays the Thénardiers to let him take her away to Paris.

1832, PARIS

Nine years later, there is unrest in the city because of the likely demise of the popular leader General Lamarque, the
only man left in the government who shows any feeling for the poor. A street-gang led by Thénardier and his wife
sets upon Jean Valjean and Cosette. They are rescued by Javert, who does not recognise Valjean until he has gone.

The Thénardiers’ daughter Eponine, who is secretly in love with the student Marius, reluctantly agrees to help
him find Cosette, with whom he has fallen in love.

News of General Lamarque’s death circulates in the city and a group of politically-minded students stream out
into the streets to whip up support for a revolution.

Cosette is consumed by thoughts of Marius, with whom she has fallen in love. Eponine brings Marius to Cosette
and then prevents an attempt by her father’s gang to rob Valjean’s house. Valjean, convinced it was Javert lurking
outside his house, tells Cosette they must prepare to flee the country.

ACT TWO

The students prepare to build the barricade. Marius, noticing that Eponine has joined the insurrection, sends her
away with a letter to Cosette, which is intercepted by Valjean. Eponine decides to rejoin her love at the barricade.

The barricade is built and the revolutionaries defy an army warning to give up or die. Javert is exposed as a
police spy. In trying to return to the barricade, Eponine is killed.

Valjean arrives at the barricade in search of Marius. He is given the chance to kill Javert but instead lets him go.
The students settle down for a night on the barricade and, in the quiet of the night, Valjean prays to God to save
Marius. The next day the rebels are all killed.

Valjean escapes into the sewers with the unconscious Marius. After meeting Thénardier, who is robbing the corps-
es of the rebels, he comes across Javert once more. He pleads for time to deliver the young man to hospital. Javert lets
Valjean go and, his unbending principles of justice having been shattered by Valjean’s own mercy, he Kills himself.

Unaware of the identity of his rescuer, Marius recovers in Cosette’s care. Valjean confesses the truth of his past to
Marius and insists he must go away.

At Marius and Cosette’s wedding, the Thénardiers try to blackmail Marius. Thénardier says Cosette’s ‘father’ is a
murderer and as proof produces a ring which he stole from the corpse the night the barricade fell. It is Marius’s own
ring and he realises it was Valjean who rescued him that night. He and Cosette go to Valjean where Cosette learns for
the first time of her own history before the old man dies.



Victor Hugo

on Prantsuse romantismi suurkuju

Ta siindis 26. veebruaril 1802 Besanconi linnas
Prantsusmaal Sophie Trébuche ja Joseph-
Léopold-Sigisbert Hugo perre. Tema isa oli sGjavée-
ohvitser, kes teenis hiljem kindralina Napoleoni
teenistuses. Victor Hugo kirjanikukarjéir sai alguse
pérast advokaadiks dppimist. Mehest, kelle ulatuslik
looming valmis Pariisis, Briisselis ja Kanalisaartel,
sai iks oma aja tihtsamaid Prantsuse romantismi
poeete, romaanikirjanikke ja dramaturge. Hugo suri
22. mail 1885 Pariisis.

Victor Hugo oli toepoolest see nimi, mille timber romantismi vabadusvoitlus koige metsikumalt méllas. See mees
ise oli ka kahtlemata koigi aegade koige joulisemaid voitlusiseloome. Nagu pea kogu ta elu oli iihesoodne soda
iihes voi teises suunas, nii sai ka tema luuletoodang voitluse kirest oma tdiuslikuma ja mojuvama vérvingu.

Juba Victor-Marie Hugo varaseim noorus kulus tdielikult sgjakate téihtede all. Ta siindis Besangoni kindlus-
tatud ordulinnakeses, kus tema isa Joseph-Leopold-Sigismund Hugo, revolutsiooni ja Napoleoni paljukogenud
sojakaru, juhtus siis olema pataljoniiilemaks. /..., Maailma tulles oli Victor nii nork ja kédbuslik, et arvati ta sure-
vat, ning ema suutis ta ainult koige hoolikama hoiuga pddsta elule. Kuid sellest hoolimata pidi ta juba kuue néida-
la vanusena minema oma esimesele teekonnale Marseilles’sse ja sealt mone aja pdrast Korsikale ja Elba saarele.
Sest Napoleoni sodade tormilained paiskasid ta perekonda ja teda iihes sellega iihest maast teise, pohjast louna,
idast lddnde (J. V. Lehtonen ,Victor Hugo", tlk. FrTuglas 1929)



sJumalaema Kiriku kellamees”

Victor Hugo dppis aastail 1815-1818 digusteadust, kuid ei piihendunud juristitddle tegelikult kunagi. Ema dhutusel
asus Hugo hoopis kirjanikuteele. Ta asutas ajakirja ,,Conservateur Litteraire®, kus avaldas enda luuletusi ja sdprade
kirjatéid. Tema ema suri 1821. aastal. Samal aastal abiellus Hugo Adeéle Foucheriga ning avaldas oma esimese luule-
kogu pealkirjaga ,,Odes et poésies diverses®. Tema esikromaan joudis avalikkuse ette 1823. aastal ja peagi jargnes
sellele mitu niidendit.

Hugo ainulaadne romantismisuund arenes vilja tema karjairi esimesel kiimnendil.

1831. aastal avaldas ta iihe oma tanini tuntuima teose ,,Jumalaema kiriku kellamees* (,,Notre-Dame de Paris®).
Keskaegse siindmustikuga romaanis kritiseeritakse karmilt {ithiskonda, mis alandab ja tdrjub kiitirakat Quasimo-
dot. See oli Hugo seni kdige tunnustatum teos, mis sillutas tee tema jirgmistele poliitilise alatooniga kirjaté6dele.

Esmeralda ema, onnetu lobutiidruk, on mones suhtes ,Hiiljatute” Fantine’i selge algvisand. Temagi armastab
sonulkirjeldamatult oma tiitart, kelle on kaotanud juba lapsena ja keda ta on siis paljude aastate jooksul oma
armetus koopas teadmata neednud ja vihanud, et teda siis tagasi saada alles viimasl hetkel ning niha tema kohu-
tavat surma.

//-Jumalaema kirik Pariisis” on Walter Scotti maju koige viljapaistvamaid tooteid, prantsuse ajaloolise
romaani liihikeses oitsengus. See moju avaldub lopsakas ja elavas kahekones, joulises aja ja koha koloriidis ning
niisama joulises, juba endisestajast Victor Hugo tehnikasse kuuluvas inetu ja kauni, groteskse ning iileva segus,
isegi moningais tiksikasjus. /.../ Joulised ndgemused, umbropsu, enamasti liialdav iseloomukujutus, kunstlik,
peamiselt jdrskudele kontrastidele rajanev intriig, tiihjendamatu sonaholpus, ilmne alamate kihtide soosing ja
koige vahel l66vad motted ning tohusad stseenid osutavad, et seegi romaan on ,Lossikrahvide’; ,Sajandite legendi®
Jja ,Hiiljatute® autori kirjutatud. (J. V. Lehtonen ,Victor Hugo", tlk. Fr,Tuglas 1929)

sHiiljatud”

1840. aastateks oli viljaka sulega Hugo iiks Prantsusmaa hinnatumaid kirjanikke. 1841 valiti ta Prantsuse Aka-
deemia liikmeks ja esitati parlamendi tilemkoja kandidaadiks. Kaks aastat hiljem uppus ta tiitar koos abikaasaga
onnetult ning seejirel loobus Hugo ajutiselt oma teoste avaldamisest. Samal ajal asus ta aga vaikselt kirja panema
lugu, millest hiljem sai romaan ,Hiiljatud®.

Victor Hugo oli alanud oma teose juba 1847. a paigu ja siis oli selle nimeks ,, Piiskopi kdsikiri*. See kirjutamist
harrastay piiskop Myriel oli omakord reaalne isik, Charles de Miollis, kes oli 1815. a paigu olnud Digne’i piiskopiks
Ja kellest Victor Hugo oli palju kuulnud, seltsides ta venna perekonnaga Pariisis. Kui autor hiljem oma romaani
Jétkas, siis oli ta sunnitud ka piiskopi kuju oma muutunud vaadete kohaselt muutma. Tal oli véimatu hakata pd-
rast 1851. aastat idealiseerima kedagi oigeusklikku vaimulikku meest, ja sellepdrast andis ta oma piiskopile hugo-
liselt-panteistliku, kogu loodust ja inimkonda siigavalt haletseva ning armastava, painduvaid usureegleid polgava
ilmavaate, korvaldas temast iildse koik kirikliku vérvingu ja tegi tast ainult koige meeldivama ning eelarvamus-
vabama piihimuse. Kohe , Hiiljatute® algosa ilmumise jdrele avaldas piiskopi vennapoeg ajalehis valju protesti
Victor Hugo teguwviisi vastu, et see oli tdiesti rojalistlikust kirikuviirstist teinud enam voi vihem vabariiklase, hoo-
pis pohjendamatult konelnud ta ebakiriklikust usukdsitlusest ja niisama ta kergemeelsest noorusest ning abielust.
Ka see galeerivang, kelle piihimus-piiskopi piiramatu headus poorab meeleparanduse okkalisele teele, on
omalkombel toelisusest voetud. Victor Hugo oli nimelt kuulnud iihest vabastatud vangist, kes raius maantee kive
Ja elatas oma vihese teenistusega mahajdetud lapsi. Niiiid andis ta romaanis selle inimsobraliku vangi hoole alla
selle langenud naise tiitre, kelle ta ise 1841 oli vabastanud politsei kdest. Tast endast sai Marius, see kaunis noor-
mees, kes takistusist hoolimata armastab seda senise galeerivangi isalikult hoitud ilusat neitsit Cosette’i./.../ Victor
Hugo ongi , Hiiljatuisse” mahutanud rohkem toelisusest otsitud piirjooni ja isikuid ning omi elamusi, meeleolusid
Jja motteid kui iihessegi teise romaani: see on otsekui Uheksateistkiimnenda Sajandi Legend Victor Hugo eluloona.
Autor jdtkab ,Hiiljatuis” ikka suurema jouga seda tilesannet, millele oli ta juba nii varakult truudust vandu-
nud. Ta kaitseb iihiskonna halvakspandud ja allatallatud liikmeid egoistlikkude selle maailma vdgevate vastu
Ja nouab dgedalt rahvale valgust ja haridust. /.../ Pohjendatult arvabki Tolstoi ,Hiiljatud sellise hea kunsti hulka,
mis opetab armastama kannatavat inimest. (J. V. Lehtonen ,Victor Hugo", tlk. Fr.Tuglas 1929)



Pirast 1851. aasta riigipooret pdgenes Hugo Briisselisse. Kuni Prantsusmaale naasmiseni 1870. aastal elas ta Briis-
selis ja Suurbritannias. Hugo tol perioodil avaldatud looming sisaldab kibedat sarkasmi ja raevukat iihiskonnakrii-
tikat. Samas vaimus on loodud ka romaan ,Hiiljatud®, mis joudis avalikkuse ette alles 1862. aastal. Seda raamatut
saatis Euroopas ja Ameerika iihendriikides kohe edu.

LHiiljatud" on iildtervikuna suurepdrane, rohkearvulisilt iiksikosilt geniaalne ja aateliselt sisult dratav romaan.
Ta avaldati korraga kiimnes Euroopa ja Ameerika suurlinnas, ning siiiidistades Victor Hugod ta piiritu ahnuse
pdrast vditis kord keegi sonuvalimatu piiskop, et autor olla teeninud selle ,ldila raamatuga” pool miljonit franki.

Surm ja pirand

Hugo naasmine Prantsusmaale 1870. aastal oli kui vabariigi voidukdigu stimbol, kuid tema elu 16puaeg oli tegeli-
kult tisna kurb. Aastail 1871-1873 kaotas ta kaks poega. Tema hilisem looming oli varasemast siingem ning kesken-
dus Jumala, Saatana ja surma teemadele.

1878 tekkis Hugol aju verevarustuse hiire. Hugo ja tema armuke Juliette veetsid oma viimased eluaastad
Pariisis. 1882 pandi kirjaniku 80. siinnipideva puhul tema kodutdnava nimeks Avenue Victor Hugo. Juliette suri
aasta hiljem ja Victor Hugo lahkus elavate seast 22. mail 1885. Talle korraldati kangelase matused. Enne Panthéoni
mausoleumi joudmist seisis tema kirst Triumfikaare all, kus rahvas sai talle viimast korda austust avaldada.

Matus vottis voidu koigilt seniseit auavaldusilt. Ta surnukeha asetati 31. mail Napoleoni Voiduvérava alla ja
lopmatu inimhulk voolas tast méoda. Jérgmisel kaunil pdikesepaistesel pdeval viidi siis kirjaniku maine porm
vaeste surnuvankril Pantheoni, sest Victor Hugo oli testamendis mddranud 50 000 franki Pariisi vaestele ja tiht-
lasi palunud, et ta viidaks hauda nende vankril — millist palvet on nimetatud ta viimaseks ja vahest suurimaks
kontrastide taotluseks, kuna on oletatud, et tal jdi vahemalt seitse miljonit varandust jdrele. (J. V. Lehtonen
Victor Hugo', tlk. Fr.Tuglas 1929)

Hugo on ténini tiks Prantsuse kirjanduse suurkujusid. Prantsuse lugejad hindavad eelkdige tema luuleteoseid,
kuid inglise keelt kdnelevates maades tuntakse teda pigem romaanikirjanikuna.

Victor Hugo oligi kahtlemata 19. sajandi prantsuse vaimuelu koige kesksemaid néhtusi. Juba tema suur toodang,
mis tdielikult kogutuna kdsitab vahest 70-80 tugevat kdidet ja mille levimine oli haruldaselt suur, pidas publiku
tdhelepanu lakkamata elevil. Teiseltpoolt sundis taas tema esinemise ja sonakunsti metsik joud koige osavotma-
tumaidki otsustama, kuidas nad suhtuvad tema motetesse: kas astuvad ta vaimustatud imetlejate voi pilkavate
vaenlaste kilda. Tema nimi oli lipuks, mille iimber ragises halastamatu véitlus kord kirjanduslikkude pohimaotete,
kord iildiste vabadusideaalide, kord iiksikute isikute esindatud riigikorra pérast. Selle lipu all marssis Victor
Hugo kogu oma turjaka jouga, 16i oma luuletrummil kiill vordlemisi tihetoonilist, kuid seda dgedamat ja drata-
vamat viisitakti ega vaadanud kord jub teele minnes taha, kas talle jéirgnes suur voi vdike salk, - ta polnud asjata
maailma sojakaima rahva ja lisaks veel Napoleoni sojakaru poeg. (J. V. Lehtonen ,Victor Hugo", tlk. FrTuglas

“Ctor Hugo is a celebrated French Romantic author best known

for his poetry and his novels, including , Les Misérables®.

Victor Hugo was born on February 26, 1802, in Besan¢on, France. After training as a lawyer, Hugo embarked on
the literary career. He became one of the most important French Romantic poets, novelists and dramatists of his
time, having assembled a massive body of work while living in Paris, Brussels and the Channel Islands. Hugo died
on May 22, 1885, in Paris.

Early Life

Victor-Marie Hugo was born in Besancon, France, on February 26, 1802, to mother Sophie Trébuche and father
Joseph-Léopold-Sigisbert Hugo. His father was a military officer who later served as a general under Napoleon.

»The Hunchback of Notre Dame*

Victor Hugo studied law between 1815 and 1818, though he never committed himself to legal practice. Encour-
aged by his mother, Hugo embarked on a career in literature. He founded the Conservateur Litteraire, a journal in
which he published his own poetry and the work of his friends. His mother died in 1821. The same year, Hugo mar-
ried Adele Foucher and published his first book of poetry, Odes et poésies diverses. His first novel was published
in 1823, followed by a number of plays.

Hugo’s innovative brand of Romanticism developed over the first decade of his career.

In 1831, he published one of his most enduring works, ,,Notre-Dame de Paris“ (The Hunchback of Notre
Dame). Set in the medieval period, the novel presents a harsh criticism of the society that degrades and shuns
the hunchback Quasimodo. This was Hugo’s most celebrated work to date, and paved the way for his subsequent
political writing.

,»Les Misérables*

A prolific writer, Hugo was established as one of the most celebrated literary figures in France by the 1840s.
In 1841, he was elected to the French Academy and nominated for the Chamber of Peers. He stepped back from
publishing his work following the accidental drowning of his daughter and her husband in 1843. In private, he
began work on a piece of writing that would become ,,Les Misérables®.

Hugo fled to Brussels following a coup in 1851. He lived in Brussels and in Britain until his return to France
in 1870. Much of the work that Hugo published during this period conveys biting sarcasm and fierce social criti-
cism. Among these works is the novel ,,Les Misérables®, was finally published in 1862. The book was an immediate
success in Europe and the United States. Later reinterpreted as a theatrical musical and a film, ,,Les Misérables”
remains one of the best-known works of 19th century literature.

Death and Legacy

Though Hugo returned to France after 1870 as a symbol of republican triumph, his later years were largely sad.
He lost two sons between 1871 and 1873. His later works are somewhat darker than his earlier writing, focusing on
themes of God, Satan and death.

In 1878, he was stricken with cerebral congestion. Hugo and his mistress, Juliette, continued to live in Paris for
the rest of their lives. The street on which he lived was renamed Avenue Victor Hugo on the occasion of his 80th
birthday in 1882. Juliette died the following year and Victor Hugo died in Paris on May 22, 1885. He received a
hero’s funeral. His body lay in state beneath the Arc de Triomphe before burial in the Panthéon.

Hugo remains one of the giants of French literature. Although French audiences celebrate him primarily
as a poet, he is better known as a novelist in English-speaking countries.

Tema teosed on
14bi aastate voitnud palju auhindu. WhatsonStage’i publi-
kuhiiletuse tulemusel saadud preemia parima West Endi
muusikali ja parima lavalaudadele naasnud muusikali eest
péilvis ta 2014. aastal Londonis esietendunud ,,Miss Saigo-
ni“ eest.

Born in 1944 of Hungarian parents, Claude-Michel Schonberg
began his career in France as a singer, writer and producer of
pop songs. In collaboration with Alain Boublil he is the book
co-writer and the composer of ,La Révolution Frangaise®,
»Les Misérables®, ,,Miss Saigon®, ,,Martin Guerre®, ,,The Pirate
Queen” and ,Marguerite®. Claude-Michel has supervised
overseas productions and co-produced several internatio-
nal cast albums of his shows. In 2001 he composed his first
ballet score, ,,Wuthering Heights“, which was created by

the Northern Ballet in 2002. His ballet, ,,Cleopatra“, which
opened in 2011, was his second collaboration with David
Nixon and his seventh complete score. In 2012 Claude-Michel
co-wrote the screenplay and reconceived the music for the
,Les Misérables” musical movie. His shows have won many
awards over the years, most recently the WhatsonStage
audience awards for Best West End Show and Best Musical
Revival for the new London production of ,,Miss Saigon®
which opened in 2014. Golden Globe winner, Oscar nominee
and Grammy award winner for his outstanding contribution
to the creative community, Mr. Schonberg and Alain Boublil
were honoured at a New York Pops gala concert in Carnegie
Hall celebrating their 40 year collaboration. Mr. Schonberg
has been appointed Visiting Professor of Contemporary
Theatre at St. Catherine’s College, Oxford University —

In 1985, Kretzmer’s songs for Aznavour came to the at-
tention of producer Cameron Mackintosh, who invited
him to write an English version of a French musical Les
Misérables (by Boublil and Schonberg). For his work on
the ,Les Misérables” lyrics, Kretzmer received Tony and
Grammy awards.

He was nominated for Best Original Song at the
Golden Globe Awards for the song ,,Suddenly” from the
2012 film version of ,Les Miserables®.

Sir Cameron Anthony Mackintosh

is a British theatrical producer notable for his associa-
tion with many commercially successful musicals.
At the height of his success in 1990, he was described
as being ,,the most successful, influential and power-
ful theatrical producer in the world“ by the New
York Times. He is the producer of shows such as
»Les Misérables®, ,The Phantom of the Opera“,
»Mary Poppins®, ,Oliver!, ,Miss Saigon“ and ,,Cats®.
Mackintosh began his theatre career as a stage-
hand at the Theatre Royal, Drury Lane. In 1981, he
produced Andrew Lloyd Webber's Cats, then con-
sidered an unlikely subject for a musical. It became
the hit of the season and went on to become one of
the longest running musicals on both sides of the
Atlantic. After the success of Cats, he approached
the French writing team Claude-Michel Schonberg
and Alain Boublil about bringing their musical Les
Misérables (then a successful French concept album)
to the London stage.



Muusikal ,,Hiljatud”

pohineb prantsuse luuletaja ja romaanikirjaniku Victor Hugo romaanil ,,Hiiljatud®. Pariisis 1980. aastal esietendu-
nud muusikali helilooja on Claude-Michel Schonberg ning algse prantsuskeelse libreto autorid on Alain Boublil ja
Jean-Marc Natel. Inglisekeelse libreto ja laulusdnad on kirjutanud Herbert Kretzmer. Londoni lavastust on vahet-
pidamata méngitud alates 1985. aasta oktoobrist. Seega on tegemist kdige staaZikama muusikaliga West Endi lava-
del ja maailmas staaZilt teise muusikaliga lavateose ,,The Fantasticks“ Off-Broadwayl etendatud algversiooni jarel.

LHiiljatute“ esimest muusikalist lavaversiooni, mis avaldati algul prantsusekeelse heliplaadina, esitleti 1980.
aastal Palais des Sportsi laval. Muusikal vdeti kolme kuu pérast iilirilepingu 16ppedes siiski mdngukavast maha.

1983. aastal, umbes pool aastat parast seda, kui teatriprodutsent Cameron Mackintosh oli Broadwayl toonud
lavale muusikali ,,Cats®, sai ta lavastaja Peter Faragolt ,Hiiljatute“ prantsuskeelse heliplaadi. Muusikal oli Faragole
muljet avaldanud ja ta palus Mackintoshilt, et too looks sellest ingliskeelse lavaversiooni. Algul plaanile vastu
olnud Mackintosh jii 16puks ndusse. Koos teatriettevottega Royal Shakespeare Company pani Mackintosh kokku
lavastusmeeskonna, et kohandada prantsuse muusikal briti publikule sobivaks. Pirast kaks aastat kestnud t66d
t0i Royal Shakespeare Company 8. oktoobril 1985 ingliskeelse versiooni lavale Londonis, oma toonaseks kodu-
teatriks olevas Barbican Centre’is. West Endi muusikali edu tdi kaasa muusikali lavastamise ka Broadway lava-
laudadel.

Londoni esietendusele jirgnesid kriitikute negatiivsed arvustused. Francis King ajalehest The Sunday Teleg-
raph kirjeldas lavastust sdnadega ,,viktoriaanliku pillavusega lavastatud tontlikult kahvatu melodraama“ ning
Michael Ratcliffe ajalehest The Observer tituleeris selle ,kohtlaseks ja kunstlikuks meelelahutuseks®. Kirjandus-
teadlased maoistsid samuti kogu ettevotmise hukka, sest klassikalist kirjandust ei sobivat sel viisil muusikali-
vormi panna. Publik oli aga vastupidisel arvamusel - piletindudlus oli enneolematu. Kolmeks kuuks kavandatud
etendused miiiidi viimseni vélja ja arvustuste toon hakkas paranema. Londoni lavastust on ilma vahepausideta
esitatud alates 1985. aasta oktoobrist. See on maailmas teine kdige pikemalt jarjest mangitud muusikal, mis jaab
alla vaid muusikalile ,,The Fantasticks®, ning teine kdige kauem West Endi lavadel méngitud lavastus, jiddes alla
vaid Agatha Christie ndidendile ,Hiirelks". Lisaks on see West Endi kdige pikemalt méngitud muusikal enne
L~Ooperifantoomi®. Broadway lavastuse esietendus toimus 12. mértsil 1987 ja muusikali mingiti seal kuni 18. maini
2003, kokku 6680 korda. Tegemist on kdigi aegade viienda ja toonase teise kdige pikemalt jarjestikku méngitud
Broadway etendusega. Muusikal kandideeris 12 Tony auhinnale ja vditis neist 8, sealhulgas parima muusikali ja
originaalmuusika auhinna.

Niitidseks on lavalaudadele joudnud palju muusikalituure ja eri riikide lavaversioone, samuti on muusikalist
tehtud hulk kontsert- ja telelavastusi ja helisalvestusi. Broadwayl méangiti lavastust taas 2006.-2008. aastal Broad-
hursti Theatre’s ja seejérel toodi see veel kord lavale 2014. aastal Imperial Theatre’s, kus seda esitati 2016. aasta
septembrini. Muusikali filmiversioon, mille reZiss66r on Tom Hooper, esilinastus 2012. aasta 10pus ja pélvis {ild-
joontes hea vastuvotu; lisaks kandideeris see linateos arvukatele filmiauhindadele ning vditis kolm Oscarit, kolm
kuldgloobust ja neli Briti filmiakadeemia (BAFTA) auhinda.



Musical “Les Misérables”

»Les Misérables” is a sung-through musical based on the novel ,Les Misérables“ by French poet and novelist
Victor Hugo. Premiering in Paris in 1980, it has music by Claude-Michel Schonberg and original French-language
lyrics by Alain Boublil and Jean-Marc Natel, alongside an English-language libretto with accompanying English-
language lyrics by Herbert Kretzmer. The London production has run continuously since October 1985, making it
the longest-running musical in the West End and the second longest-running musical in the world after the origi-
nal Off-Broadway run of , The Fantasticks®.

Originally released as a French-language concept album, the first musical-stage adaptation of ,,Les Miséra-
bles” was presented at the Palais des Sports in 1980. However, the production closed after three months when the
booking contract expired.

In 1983, about six months after producer Cameron Mackintosh had opened ,,Cats“ on Broadway, he received
a copy of the French concept album from director Peter Farago. Farago had been impressed by the work and
asked Mackintosh to produce an English-language version of the show. Initially reluctant, Mackintosh eventually
agreed. Mackintosh, in conjunction with the Royal Shakespeare Company, assembled a production team to adapt
the French musical for a British audience. After two years in development, the English-language version opened
in London on 8 October 1985, by the Royal Shakespeare Company at the Barbican Centre, then the London home
of the RSC. The success of the West End musical led to a Broadway production.

At the opening of the London production, critical reviews were negative. The Sunday Telegraph’s Francis King
described the show as ,,a lurid Victorian melodrama produced with Victorian lavishness“ and Michael Ratcliffe
in The Observer dubbed the show ,.a witless and synthetic entertainment®, while literary scholars condemned
the project for converting classic literature into a musical.Public opinion differed: the box office received record
orders. The three-month engagement sold out, and reviews improved. The London production has run contin-
uously since October 1985: the second longest-running musical in the world after The ,Fantasticks®, the second
longest-running West End show after ,,The Mousetrap®, It is the longest-running musical in the West End followed
by ,,The Phantom of the Opera“. The Broadway production opened 12 March 1987 and ran until 18 May 2003, clos-
ing after 6,680 performances. It is the fifth longest-running Broadway show in history and was the second-longest
at the time. The show was nominated for 12 Tony Awards and won eight, including Best Musical and Best Original
Score.

Subsequently, numerous tours and international and regional productions have been staged, as well as con-
cert and broadcast productions. Several recordings have also been made. A Broadway revival opened in 2006 at
the Broadhurst Theatre and closed in 2008, and a second Broadway revival opened in 2014 at the Imperial Theatre
and closed in September 2016. A film version directed by Tom Hooper was released at the end of 2012 to generally
positive reviews as well as numerous awards nominations, winning three Academy Awards, three Golden Globe
Awards and four British Academy Film Awards (BAFTA).

The first screen version of Les Misérables was a silent
film version released in 1909. Needless to say, it fea-
tured no songs.

The biggest audience to watch a performance of Les
Misérables was in Sydney in 1989. The concert, which
was arranged as part of Australia Day celebrations,
had an audience of 125,000 people.

The London production celebrated its 10th anniver-
sary with a gala concert at the Royal Albert Hall.

The actor who had played Jean Valjean in the origi-
nal cast, Colm Wilkinson, took part in the produc-
tion. The finale involved 17 Valjeans from all over the
world singing together - all in different languages.

Britain’s Got Talent star Susan Boyle shot to fame
with the hit song I Dreamed a Dream from Les
Misérables.

The first performance of Les Misérables in Estonia
was on November 1, 2001 in Tallinn City Hall.
